Flood-proof your home with a backwater valve
If you live in a flood prone area, installing a sewer backwater valve can be the
difference between having your basement flood with raw sewage and keeping

your home's lower level dry.

In the diagram below, the first house does not need a backwater valve. Because the
home's basement is higher than the inlet to the building sewer lateral, water will drain
from the first upstream manhole. The second house has sewer laterals that are
slightly higher (must be at least 24" higher) than the first upstream sanitary sewer
manhole cover, so the first floor doesn't need a backwater valve. Pressure could
possibly build and temporarily allow water to flow at a level above the lowest sewer
lateral. If a basement is constructed, it is wise to install a backwater valve. All sewer
lateral openings in the last house are located below the level of the first upstream
sewer manhole cover, so this home would require the installation of a backwater

valve to prevent sewer flooding.

Please be aware that if your house floods with sewage and it does not have a
backwater valve installed and maintained, Water Resources is not liable for the
damage or clean-up costs. No claims will be processed by the County. Please
take the necessary precautions to prevent a sewage flood by installing and
maintaining the backwater valve.
